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School Overview 
Sunshine North Prima ry Sc hool was estab lished  in 1956 and  is loc a ted  in North Sunshine in the 
City of Brimbank, app roxima tely ten kilometres west of Melbourne. In 2008, sc hool enrolment 
is app roximately 290 students. The school is housed in two ma in build ings, incorpora ting 
thirteen c lassrooms, a  well-resourc ed  Lib ra ry, Performing  Arts room, Lea rning Tec hnology 
Centre , Language and Soc ia l Enrichment Centre (Ra inbow Room), Vietnamese/ Lote and  
Visua l Arts room.  
 
We have a  la rge, ha ll/ gymnasium whic h is used  for Physic a l Educ a tion and  p rovides an 
exc ellent venue for the whole sc hool c ommunity use. The sc hool a lso has a  c anteen, and  a  
Outside Sc hool Hours Program tha t opera tes as After Sc hool Ca re and  Vac a tion Care. Other 
fac ilities inc lude adventure p laygrounds, a  Fitness Trac k, a  la rge g rassed  oval, asphalted  
games a reas, under c over basketba ll c ourt and  shade and  ga rden a reas.  The sc hool is a  
“ Go For Your Life”  Stephanie Alexander Kitc hen Garden sc hool, whic h inc ludes a  kitc hen, an 
orc hard , a  chic ken house and numerous working p lant and  vegetab le gardens. 
 
Most students a re d rawn from an estab lished  c a tc hment a rea , a lthough inc reasing numbers 
a re enrolling from outside the trad itiona l a rea . App roxima tely 65% of the sc hool popula tion is 
from a  Vietnamese bac kground , with an inc reasing number of students from the Horn of 
Afric a . Approxima tely 35% of students live in single parent families. 35% of our Prep  students 
have not a ttended  Presc hool (3yr average). App roxima tely 70% of our students do not speak 
English a t home. The p roportion from a  Language Bac kground  Other Than English (LBOTE) has 
inc reased  in the past 5 yea rs with the highest e thnic  group being Vietnamese.  We c a ter for a  
signific ant transient g roup of students (We had  90 students c ome and  go over the last year 
other than Yea r Prep  and  Yea r 6). In 2008 the sc hool has a  Student Family Oc c upa tion Index 
(SFO) of 0.81 c ompared  to 0.79 in 2005. 
 
Sunshine North Primary Sc hool enjoys a  very positive and supportive environment in whic h 
child ren a re enc ouraged  to  reac h their full potentia l by teac hers and non- teaching sta ff, in 
pa rtnership  with pa rents. The tone of the school makes it a  very effec tive sc hool environment 
for eac h child ’ s ac ademic , physic a l and  emotional development. We have a  robust Program 
for Students with Disab ilities with app roximately 25 students on the p rogram being identified  
with spec ia l needs.  We support these students with a  Spec ia l Needs Coord ina tor (Speec h 
Pa tholog ist) and  numerous Educ a tion Support Offic ers as part of the p rogram. 
 
Our sc hool va lues a re: Exc ellenc e, Respec t, Co-opera tion, Courtesy, and Responsib ility. These 
va lues a re sha red  and a rtic ula ted  ac ross the entire sc hool c ommunity and  implemented  
through a  varie ty of student lea rning p rograms, inc lud ing Hea lthy Rela tionships, Peer 
Media tion and  our Student Leadership  p rograms. 

At Sunshine North Primary Sc hool we work in partnership  with our c ommunity to deliver a  
comprehensive c urric ulum a round the Vic torian Essentia l Lea rning  Standards and to make 
sure tha t our sc hool continues to be a  sa fe and  happy p lac e where c hild ren enjoy lea rning.  
Sunshine North Primary Sc hool is a  sc hool of whic h our c ommunity is p roud . 

Our stra tegic  plan targets for 2008 were to ensure progress towards our goals.

The 2008 sc hool year sta rted  with283 students 48% of the 2008 enrolments were boys and  48% 
girls. In 2008 we had a Prep enrolment of 42, 50% of whom were boys and 50% girls; this is 7 
more tha t in 2007.

At Sunshine North Prima ry Sc hool we have a  ma jor Disab ilities and  Impairments Program 
known as our SWANS (Students With Add itiona l Needs) Program involving 19 c hild ren. The 
Welfa re Team (Lynette Hannon, Christina Komuves, Anita  Carroll, and network sta ff of Sab rina  
Pinna under the leadership  of Christina  Komuves, our Spec ia l Needs Coord ina tor, c lass 
teac hers and ESO (Educ a tion Support officers) have ensured  tha t these students have 
continued  to ac hieve ob jec tives and  support was extended  so they ac c ess and suc c ess with 
p rograms and  c urric ulum. Ind ividua l Learning Plans for a ll students were developed  and PSG 
meetings were c onduc ted for eac h ind ividua l student every term. These meetings ensured  
pa rents/ guard ians were c ontinually informed  as to the p rogress of our SWANS. 
 

Sunshine North rema ins c ommitted  to enhanc e outc omes for a ll students in English and  
Mathematic s, to p rovide a  safe and stimula ting environment tha t engages students in their 
lea rning and  to effec tively integra te new students into the culture of the sc hool and  engage 
them in their lea rning .

We a lso a imed to inc rease Connec tedness to Peers to 
3.87 in 2008; this was ac hieved  with the sc ore of 4.05 reg istered . Around  Sc hool 
Connec tedness our a im was for a  sore of 4.34, in 2008 we sc ored  4.19 not ac hieving our a im. 
Fina lly the results Student Mora le has been ac hieved , as our a im was 4.46 and we sc ored  
5.34. 
 
Parent Op inion Survey results for Pa rent Input has inc reased  from 5.56 to 5.92, simila rly, the 
sc ore for Genera l Sa tisfac tion has inc reased  from 5.40 to 6.23, ac hieving our goa ls. 
 
Our c ommitment to improving student lea rning rema ins a  key foc us for our sc hool. Sta ff will 
continue to add ress issues such as student motiva tion, behaviour, safety and  lea rning 
confidenc e.

In 2008 the sc hool managed its 
financ es in line with DEECD 
p roc esses and guidelines There was 
a  c lea r delinea tion and  segrega tion 
of duties to ensure tha t p rudent 
c hec ks and ba lanc es were in p lac e 
with regard to budgeting, rec eip ting  
and expenditure o f funds. 
 
The School Counc il, whilst 
responsib le for overseeing the 
p rogram and  p rovision of timely 
reports to Sc hool Counc il, has been 
supported by the Business Manager 
and Princ ipa l to p rovide high-level 
financ ia l leadership . 
 
Inc ome for 2008 was $ 62,059 less 
than in 2007. This was ma inly due to  
reduc tions in g rants. Expend iture in 
2008 inc reased  by a lmost $ 5,600 
due to inc reases in sa la ries and  
p roperty services. 
 
While loc a lly ra ised  funds ac c ount 
for only 24% of the 2008 inc ome this 
c ontinued support a llows the school 
to offer the best possib le fac ilities, 
resources and p rograms to its 
students. 
 
The school has ma inta ined  the 
DEECD requirement to  have an 
opera ting sa fety net of a t least 
$10,000 as a t the end of 2008. 
 
During 2008funds were expended in 
ac c ordance with the budget 
app roved  by sc hool c ounc il. 
App ropria te amounts have been 
expended  on student lea rning  
p rograms with p leasing student 
ac hievement noted  ac ross the  
sc hool.
